If you do not cancel your registration by the deadline listed above and if you do not 

fulfill the requirements to pass the module, you will fail it meaning that you will have to 
repeat it. The number of times you can repeat a module is limited by the exam 

regulations. 

 

If you are studying in a Bachelors- or Masters course, you have to repeat failed 

classes within the maximum study period. Since lecture-based modules are only 

offered every other semester, you are provided with the opportunity to re-take the 

exam at the beginning of the following semester. 
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
